     Our speaker this month is a well-known orchid 

hobbyist from the Los Angeles area. Gin Gan has an 

interesting background that promoted his orchid in-

terests. He will be teaching us about the orchids of 

his native area, Southeast Asia. 
 

     Gin was born on Java (Indonesia), eight miles from 

a tropical rain forest where he spent his younger days 

observing the fauna and flora in the foothills of a live 

volcano.  

 

 

 
    After graduating from high school Gin entered the 

Biological Faculty of the local University and studied bot-

any and zoology for two years since he was always inter-

ested in the wildlife of the rainforest, especially orchids. 
 

     Gin then moved to Germany where he studied Me-

chanical Engineering. In 1969, he immigrated to the USA 

and was employed in the aerospace and defense Indus-

try, retiring in 2002. 

 
     In the States Gin 

pursued his interest in growing Orchids and now in his re-

tirement years has been able to dedicate more time in grow-

ing species orchids and traveling to observe orchids in their 

native habitats. 
 

     Gin has won several AOS awards. He is currently on the 

Board of Directors at the San Gabriel Valley Orchid Hobby-

ists and is their ribbon judging chairperson. His presentation 

on the orchids of Southeast Asia is based on his observations 

and experiences with the orchids of the region. It is very 

different than other "Travelog" type presentations and is filled with wonderful insights and first-

hand accounts of orchids and life in general in Southeast Asia.
